GENERAL INFORMATION

Why are the labels for Shaklee Essentials
Deodorant Cream and Desert Wind Roll-On

Deodorant changing!?

Desert Wind Deodorant Cream and Desert Wind Roll-On
Deodorant are being designated “antiperspirants” to comply
with a U.S. Food and Drug Administration monograph
effective December, 2004. The monograph directs products
containing aluminum chlorohydrate or certain other antiwetness
compounds to be designated as “OTC (over-the-counter) anti-
perspirant drug products.” Essentials Deodorant Cream and Desert
Wind Roll-On Deodorant contain aluminum chlorohydrate.

How will the products be labeled, and when will

the newly labeled products appear?

The products will be labeled, “Shaklee Essentials® Antiperspirant
Cream” and “Shaklee Essentials® Desert Wind® Roll-On
Antiperspirant.” Desert Wind is scheduled to be available on
December 20, 2004, and Antiperspirant Cream will be available
in early January, 2005.

The new labeling shows a “Drug Facts” box.

Are these products drugs!?

Based on the FDA monograph, the products are “over-the-
counter antiperspirant drug products.” Addition of the “Drug
Facts” box complies with the monograph.

Are aluminum chlorohydrate-containing
antiperspirants harmful, since the newly labeled

products carry a warning?

The FDA and Shaklee agree that products containing aluminum
chlorohydrate are safe and effective under normal use and
that only those with compromised kidney function should first
consult a physician before using the product. The warning
states, “Ask your doctor before use if you have kidney disease.”
The warning does not mean that use of the product causes
kidney problems or kidney disease.

Have the formulations of these two products

changed from their original formulations?

Only the names of these products have been changed; the
formulas remain unchanged. However, because of the recent
FDA final monograph requiring the warning label and because
the Desert Winds products contain aluminum chlorohydrate,
these products are classified as OTC drugs and must be
called antiperspirants.

Why have these products been called deodorants

if they have wetness-fighting ingredients?

A product’s name is generally determined by the purpose of the
product rather than what it contains. These two products have
been sold for decades and were correctly named “deodorants,”
since Shaklee made no claims that the product also controlled
underarm wetness. Controlling wetness is generally assumed as
an expected function of an underarm deodorant, and aluminum
chlorohydrate was included as an antiwetness ingredient.

How is an antiperspirant different from

a deodorant?
An antiperspirant inhibits wetness and odor. A deodorant
inhibits only odor.

Does Shaklee offer a deodorant without

aluminum chlorohydrate?
Yes. Shaklee has introduced Shaklee Essentials® Natural
Deodorant, which does not contain aluminum chlorohydrate.

{Por qué estos productos han sido llamados
desodorantes si contienen ingredientes contra
la humedad?

El nombre de un producto generalmente estd determinado
por el propésito del producto y no por lo que contiene.
Estos dos productos han sido comercializados por décadas
y correctamente fueron llamados «desodorantes», puesto que
Shaklee no hizo afirmaciones de que el producto también
controlaba la humedad en las axilas. El control de la humedad
es asumido generalmente como una funcién esperada de un
desodorante axilar, y el clorhidrato de aluminio fue incluido
como un ingrediente contra la humedad.

(En qué se diferencia un antiperspirante de

un desodorante!
Un antiperspirante inhibe la humedad y el olor. Un desodorante
inhibe unicamente el olor.

de aluminio?
Si. Shaklee ha introducido Shaklee Essentials® Natural
Deodorant, el cual no contiene clorhidrato de aluminio.
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
